
EPISODE SUMMARY
Corey was supposed to be Leah’s rebound guy when a years-long relationship with 
somebody else ended.  But after only a month together, she and Corey find out 
they’re pregnant.  With twins.  As if the new relationship itself wasn’t hard enough, the 
pregnancy is really difficult too. 

STUFF TO THINK ABOUT AND DISCUSS

*	 Leah can’t seem to believe the way her life has turned out:  she has two babies with 
a guy she’s not committed to, her girls “don’t have a family like they should have,” she 
doesn’t have enough money or time to do what she wants, she’s lonely and sad and 
she’s missing out on all the fun she expected to have during her senior year.  That’s a 
lot to handle.  Would you be able to do it?  What would having kids as a teenager mean in your life?  What would 
change for you if you got pregnant or got someone pregnant now?  Would you be able to live at home?  Would 
you be able to stay in school?  Would you have a supportive partner?

	 Nearly half all teenagers have never even thought about how a pregnancy would change their lives.  
Think about it!  And then do what you need to do in order to make sure it doesn’t happen to you.

  

*	 Tyler’s mom was just 17 when he was born, and like many other children of teen moms he has had trouble in 
school, lots of family turmoil (he moved in with his grandma a few years ago because there was so much drama 
with his mom), and now he is a teen parent as well.  Even his mom thought he would do better: “He’s 16, gonna 
have a baby, out of school, smokes cigarettes, stays up all night... Tyler’s no angel, but I expected more from him.”   
Do you think Brooklyn will have better luck breaking that cycle?

	 Relationships can be hard even when there isn’t a baby (or two babies…).  Getting pregnant and having 
children doesn’t fix a relationship – it can actually make a relationship harder because parenting requires 
so much energy and there isn’t always a lot left over for each other.  Learn more at  www.stayteen.org/
whats-your-relationship-reality/default.aspx.

*	 When Leah was with her old boyfriend, Robbie, she never got pregnant because she made sure to stay updated 
on her birth control shot.  When she started dating Corey she didn’t think it would matter if she let her birth 
control shot slip by a month or so.  She was wrong.  When used correctly, the depo provera shot, is a good way to 
prevent pregnancy.  Each shot lasts 12 weeks – so for three months you don’t have to worry about getting preg-
nant.  But you do have to make sure to stay current on your shots.  The shot doesn’t protect you from STIs though, 
so using condoms is important too.

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*	 Pregnancy can be very difficult.  Leah had a very hard time with leg pains, 
heartburn, wetting her pants (!) and early labor.  She was ordered to stay in 
bed for months, and was in a lot of pain most of the time.  People worry 
about the pain of actually giving birth, but they don’t really think about 
the pain of being pregnant.  Are you ready for that?

	 Have a plan and know what you will do and say to avoid get-
ting pregnant before you’re ready.  Know about your birth 
control options, know that it’s okay to wait and not have sex. 

STUFF TO KEEP IN MIND

*	 3 out of 10 girls in the U.S. get pregnant before age 20.

*	 The number of pregnant and parenting teens is on the rise after 15 years of decline.

*	 The vast majority of teens who get pregnant don’t do it on purpose—they just don’t think it will happen to 
them.

*	 The majority of girls who have babies before age 18 do not graduate from high school. 

*	 8 out of 10 fathers don’t marry the teen mother or their baby.  Most of the couples don’t even stay together at all.

*	 Once there is a pregnancy, every road ahead is hard—whether the choice is to become a teen parent, make an 
adoption plan, or have an abortion—all of those are really difficult.  Preventing a pregnancy is easy.

*	 It takes two people to get pregnant, but only one to prevent it.  Be that one!
